The specialists and participating organisations presented the
approaches adopted in the recuperation of the disabled persons, thus organising
theatre, painting, music, dance and combined arts workshops. Our foundation
presented to the participants at the conference the activities of recuperation through
art-therapy that we do with disabled teenagers. Our coleagues even held a work
session regarding glass-painting and they organised, all throughout the conference,
an exhibition selling products made by children/teenagers with special needs in the
art workshop.
